	General Description

	The Schlumberger Cycling Club (SCC) exists only because of volunteers. To be a member of the team you must pull your load by volunteering. 

	Fund Raising, VolunteEring and Training Ride Incentives 
(Must Have at least One (1) Volunteer Point to earn a clothing incentive)

	There are three ways to earn SCC incentive gear.  (Clothing availability may be limited in certain options and sizes)

1. By Volunteering and earning points*

· Earn 2 points –  SCC Cycling Gloves

· Earn 4 points –  SCC Après Cycling Shirt 

· Earn 6 points –  SCC Cycling Jacket

· Earn 8 points –  SCC Cycling Shorts

2. By Fundraising *

· Raise $700 in donations –SCC Cycling Gloves

· Raise $1000 in donations – SCC Après Cycling Shirt

· Raise $2000 in donations – SCC Cycling Jacket

3. By Riding/Training*

· Participate in 4 SCC training rides – SCC 2010 DoRag
· Participate in 10 SCC training rides – SCC Cycling Shorts or Bibs
Non-Riding Volunteers

· Earn SCC Après Cycling Shirt with 1 Volunteer credit (or transfer points to a Rider)
· Incentives must be earned between October 1, 2009 and September 30, 2010. 
· The Annual Spring Campout counts as one (1) Training Ride for training ride credits
· Fundraising as reported by MS150 by July 31, 2010

· Volunteer incentives may be transferred to riders for any volunteer activities provided by a family member or friend
· Two people volunteering for the same role do not get to share the volunteer point.  (i.e., two people sharing Rest Stop Host or other job, only one gets a volunteer point).


	Volunteer Points

	1 point – Minimum required for ALL Riding SCC members

· 1 point per occurrence is earned by Volunteering as a:
· SAG Driver

· Rest Stop Host

· Food Purchaser

· Early Season Coach

· Safety Clinic Coach

· Registration Host

· Adopt-a-Highway cleanup volunteer

· MS150 Ride volunteer (various jobs supporting the SCC during the MS150 weekend) 

· Charity Ride volunteer (i.e., Independence Ride, Education Expedition, Bike the Bend, per ride)
· 2 points are earned by Volunteering as:

· Equipment Manager

· MS150 Ride Marshall

· Charity Ride committee coordinator (i.e., Independence Ride, Education Expedition, Bike the Bend, per ride)

· LCI Instructor (each safety clinic taught)

· MS150 Coordinator (Houston start, Austin finish, Lunches)
· 3 points are earned by Volunteering as:

· Lead SAG
· 5 points 

· SCC Club Officer

· Charity Ride Director (i.e., Independence Ride, Education Expedition, Bike the Bend, per ride)

· MS150 LaGrange Coordinator


	Other Volunteer Incentives

	· $25 cash available for SAG Drivers and Rest Stop Hosts to compensate for use of their vehicle

· Top Volunteers and Fundraisers are eligible to receive a special SCC Extra Mile Club jersey for:

· Earning 6 or more Volunteer points in the season

· Raising $2000 or more for the MS150 by July 31, 2010.
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
