	The Ride Day Lead SAG is responsible for organizing and managing the activities of the Ride Day. 

	Tasks

	· Organizes and manages the Ride Day support activities
· 10 days prior to the ride insures each position is filled and communicates with G. Cudney mailto:sccridedayjobs@gmail.com
· Insures Food Purchaser understands the Food Calculator (Listed on the Food Purchaser JD)
· Insures Rest Stop Hosts are available and understand duties
· Insures SAG Drivers are available and understand duties 
· Participates as one of the SAG Drivers
· Email Job Description to each volunteer
· Arrive at ride origin 45 minutes before ride time 
· Review Route Map with Ride Coordinator, agrees on rest stops, assigns SAG Drivers their patrolling section
· Discuss with each volunteer their Job Description 
· Coordinate activities of SAG Drivers, including injury calls

· Coordinate with Captain or Treasurer to distribute SAG Driver and Rest Stop Host $25 fuel reimbursement
· Assist with the training for Ride Day Volunteers

· Responsible for filling role if cancellation is required

· Communicates to one of the SCC Officers (Captain, Membership, Volunteer, Ride Coordinator, etc) any  medical issue or physical condition (i.e. “bonking”) of a rider that occurred during the ride, so follow up can be arranged.

	· The Lead SAG should have been a SAG Driver on at least one previous SCC training ride.
· It is advantageous if the Lead SAG possesses a current First Aid and CPR certificate.
